NOTICE OF RACE 

 
The 70 Trofeo Ciutat de Palma will be held in waters of the Bay of Palma de Mallorca from the 4th to the 7th of December 
2021 both inclusive, organised by the Real Club Náutico de Palma, with the support of the Ayuntamiento de Palma (Palma 
City Council), the Royal Spanish Sailing Association, the Balearic Sailing Association, the Spanish Association of the Optimist 
International Class, the Balearic Port Authority, Club Nautic S’Arenal and Trasmed. 

 
In all rules governing this event, the notation (NP) denotes a rule that shall not be ground for protests by a 

boat. This changes RRS 60.1(a). 

 
 

1. RULES 
  

 
1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the 2021 -2024 WORLD SAILING Racing Rules of 

Sailing (RRS)  
1.2 Appendix P of the RRS will apply.  
1.3 The prescriptions of the National Authority will not apply. 
1.4 The RRS 90.3 (e)(3) applies. Except if the word “24 hours” is changed by “30 minutes”. 
1.5 [NP][DP] COVID-19 Operational Protocol for the return to the official national, non-professional 

competitions. 
1.6 [DP] and the current rules of each competing class. 
1.7 [DP] World sailing equipment rules. 
1.8 ILCA Class rule 7(a) is modified as follows: "Only one person, registered as the helmsman, shall be onboard 

for racing.  
1.9 In case of discrepancy between texts, the English text will prevail.  
1.10 RRS 40.1 (Personal Flotation Devices) will apply at all times whilst the boats are afloat.  
1.11 [NP][DP] All coaches and team leaders may be required to use personal flotation devices under Rule 40 of 

the RSS and recommended the use of the MoB device. All the support boats will have to carry a  working  
order VHF radio whilst afloat.   

1.12 [NP][DP]denotes a rule that shall not be grounds for protests by a boat. This changes RRS 60.1(a)  
  
 

2. ADVERTISING [NP] [DP] 
Advertising for the event will be in accordance to the established in rule 20 of the WORLD SAILING 
regulations and under the class rules restrictions.  
Participants may be required to exhibit publicity in accordance with Rule 20.4 of the WORLD SAILING 
regulations.  
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3. ELEGIBILITY 
 
3.1 Competitors must comply with the WORLD SAILING eligibility code requirements, rule 19.   
3.2 All competitors and coaches with legal residence in Spain or sailing in boats representing a Spanish club 

must be in possession of the Sailing Federation License for 2021. 

3.3 [NP] Each sailor or team will have a person with a support boat, under it’s own expenses. Each support boat 
will be responsible for an average of 10 boats per person and support boat.  

3.4           The regatta is reserved to boats of classes Optimist, 420, ILCA 4, ILCA 6 and 29ER. 

 
3.5    International Optimist Class: A Maximum of 360 entries will be accepted. Entries of sailors born after 31rst 

December of 2010 will not be accepted (except for wild cards). 
3.6         The Organising Committee establishes a minimum number of entries in each competing class, under its 

criteria to provide a satisfactory event. This will be notified upon confirmation of registrations.   
 

4. ENTRIES 
 
4.1 Registrations shall be duly complied through the event’s official website: www.trofeociutatdepalma.com 
  

 In order to accept an entry this one will have to include the acceptance form to the specific pandemic rules 

for each sailor and coach.  

 
4.2 There is a limited number of entries for the 70 Trofeo Ciutat de Palma.  A pre-entry period is stablished as 
follows: upon the publication of this Notice of Race and to end at 20.00 h. on the 12 November, 2021. 
 
From the 12 of November 2021, the organising committee under its criteria and taking in consideration the latest 
ranking list, will publish on the official website, the confirmed pre entry list of the 70 Trofeo Ciutat de Palma. 
Registrations will only be confirmed upon registration fee payment, before the entry deadline. All those registrations 
not accepted, will be reimbursed. 
 
The Organizing Authority is not responsible for any costs incurred by the non-acceptance of a boats’  or team pre-
entry. 
 
Furthermore, the Organising Committee reserves the right to accept entries received after the entry deadline. These 
entries will have to pay a 50 % increment of the entry fee. All those registrations that have not complied with the 
payment by the established deadline will be considered to have exceeded the registration period.   
 
The organising Committee reserves fifteen entries to be awarded in accordance with the Wild Card System for the 
Optimist Class (invitation to participate), even if they do not comply with point 3.5 of this Notice of Race.

5 REGISTRATION OF COMPETITORS AND COACHES 
 
5.1  Each competitor or team representative, must personally register and sign the Registration Form at the 

Race Office before 19.00 h on the 4th of December 2021. 
 
5.2 Registration is subject to presentation of the following documents, before the indicated time above: 

 

a)     The acceptance form to the specific pandemic rules for each sailor and coach and parental consent form, 

for minors, both available on the official website of the event.  

 b)  For Spanish crew, legal residents in Spain or crew belonging to a yacht member of a Spanish sailing yacht 

club, these will have to prove they have the current year’s, 2021, national sailing federation license. 

The foreign sailors who do not have a sailing federation license will have to prove they have an accident and 
illness insurance coverage, valid in Spain with a civil responsibility of a minimum of 300.000 € for regattas.  

c) Class card member accreditation. 
d) I.D. or accreditation document of the age of the participants (only youth categories) 
e) Valid boat measurement certificate under the present owner’s name. 

 
 
5.3   Coaches registration will only be accepted upon presentation of the following documents before the   established 
time limit.  
 

• Acceptance form to the specific pandemic rules 
• Coach sailing license 2021.  
• Skipper’s driving license. 
• Third party insurance of the boat with regatta coverage.   
• Valid navigation certificate or registry of the boat.

7.3 Nine races are scheduled, of which two must be completed to have a valid regatta.

8        SCORING 
 

The total score of each participating boat will be the sum of all its points, except if 4 or more races have 
been sailed, the worst score will be excluded.

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11.            SUPPORT BOATS [NP][DP] 
        

All support boats shall register and shall prominently fly a national flag or a white flag with the three letter 
national code of the countries it supports, from a staff, at all times while in the water and must be equipped 
with a working VHF radio. 
Registered coach boats may enter the corridor from the starting line to the finishing line. All other boats 
must stay outside the course area at all times. During the competition days, the support boats will remain, 
if required and in case of an emergency, at the disposition of the Race Committee.
