APPENDIX 1. COURSES 

Course Nº1 (Pennant 1): 

Start – Offset mark (optional) – Cabrera Archipielago (Stb) – Islands of Formentera and Ibiza and all its 
adjacent islets (Stb) – Dragonera (Stb) – “Mandatory Waypoint Gate” - Finish (225 Nm aprox). 

Course Nº2 (Pennant 2): 

Start – Offset mark (optional) – Cabrera Archipielago (Stb) – Islands of Formentera and Ibiza and all its 
adjacent islets (Stb) – “Mandatory Waypoint Gate” - Finish (208 Nm aprox). 

Course Nº3 (Pennant 3):  

Start – Offset mark (optional) – Islands of Formentera and Ibiza and all its adjacent islets (Stb) – “Mandatory 
Waypoint Gate” - Finish (185 Nm aprox). 
 

Course Nº4 (Pennant 4): 

Start – Offset mark (optional) – Cabrera Archipielago (Stb) – Islet of Tagomago (Stb) – Dragonera (Stb) -  
“Mandatory Waypoint Gate” - Finish (160 Nm aprox). 
 
 

Mandatory Waypoint Gate: There will be a mandatory waypoint gate, which will be determined 
between the lighthouse of Cabo de Cala Figuera (35090) and an imaginary point located 0.4 
Nm at bearing 160º from this lighthouse. All boats must cross this mandatory waypoint gate in 
the direction of the course.

THE FINISH  
 
The finish line will be between a staff onboard a Race Committee Vessel and a staff on the pin end buoy, 
both displaying a blue flag. And the way point position will be:    
  

39º 31,846N- 002º 40,233E 
 
This buoy will be left to starboard and during the night will be showing a white flashing light.  
 

[NP][DP] Three miles before the finishing line, each boat will contact the Race Committee either 
by telephone or VHF and indicate their position.

[NP][DP] When crossing the finishing line after the sunset, or in poor visibility conditions, every 
boat shall highlight her sail number or bow number with a powerful torch and shall identify herself 
to the race committee by radio VHF until it has been recognised.
