1
RULES

1.1
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing – (2017 - 2020)
1.2
No national authority prescriptions will apply.

1.3
The event is being conducted by the Yacht Club of Hyderabad - YCH
1.4
The Sailing instructions (SI). In the event of conflict with the NOR the Sailing Instructions shall prevail.
1.5
English shall be the official language of the championship. Participants are required to provide their own interpreters in case needed.

NOTICES TO COMPETITORS


Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board at the YCH
3
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Any change to the Sailing Instructions will be posted before 0700 Hrs on the day it will take effect, except any change to the schedule of races which will be posted by 1900 Hrs on the day before it will take effect. Coaches need to transmit data to sailors launching from other jetties. No protest will be entertained on grounds of information not having reached the sailors and the official notice board at the YCH premises will be final and binding.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at the official flag pole located at YCH.
4.2
When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 20 minutes’ in the race signal AP.

THE COURSES

8.1
The diagrams in the Notice of Race show the courses, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left. 
8.2      Laser 4.7 and Opti – A will sail Course A and Opti B will sail course A with only one loop.
9
MARKS

9.1
Race Course A.
Mark 1 (Big Red), Mark 1A (Blue Drum), 4S/4P (Yellow Pencil), Mark 3 & 4 (Yellow Conical) and for Start Pin and Finish End (Yellow Pencil).

9.2
Race Course B and C will not be sailed as displayed below.
9.3
The starting marks will be the race committee boat at the starboard end and Yellow Pencil Mark at the port end. The finishing marks will be a race committee boat at the port end and a Blue Drum at the starboard end.
9.
A race committee boat signalling a change of a leg of the course is a mark as provided in instruction 11.2.
10
THE START

10.1
The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the starting mark at the starboard end and the port-end starting mark.

10.2
Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall avoid the starting area during the starting sequence for other races.

10.3
A boat starting later than 4 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start without a hearing. This changes rules A4 and A5.
11
CHANGE OF THE NEXT LEG OF THE COURSE

11.1
To change the next leg of the course, the race committee will move the original mark (or the finishing line) to a new position.
11.2
Except at a gate, boats shall pass between the race committee boat signalling the change of the next leg and the nearby mark, leaving the mark to port and the race committee boat to starboard. This changes rule 28.1.

12
THE FINISH


The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the port end and orange dumpy mark on starboard end.

13.2
Boats failing to finish within 10 minutes after the first boat sails the course and finishes will be scored Did Not Finish without a hearing. This changes rules 35, A4 and A5.
14
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

14.1
A boat intending to protest, must inform the Race Committee finishing vessel immediately after finish. Protest forms are available at the beach masters table, Protests and requests for redress or reopening shall be delivered there within the appropriate time limit.
14.2
For each class, the protest time limit is 45 minutes after the last boat has finished the last race of the day.

14.3
Notices will be posted no later than 30 minutes after the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses. Hearings will be held in the protest room, located at The Yacht Club of Hyderabad.
14.4
Notices of protests by the race committee or protest committee will be posted to inform boats under rule 61.1(b).

14.5
Breaches of instructions 10.2, 16, 19, 21, 22 & 23 will not be grounds for a protest by a boat. This changes rule 60.1(a). Penalties for these breaches may be less than disqualification if the protest committee so decides. The scoring abbreviation for a discretionary penalty imposed under this instruction will be DPI.

14.6
On the last scheduled day of racing a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered


(a)
within the protest time limit if the requesting party was informed of the decision on the previous day;


(b)
no later than 30 minutes after the requesting party was informed of the decision on that day.


This changes rule 66.

14.7
On the last scheduled day of racing a request for redress based on a protest committee decision shall be delivered no later than 30 minutes after the decision was posted. This changes rule 62.2.
14.8  The International Jury may award a penalty as an alternative to DSQ. The penalty will be at the discretion of the Jury, which may be less than DSQ. This changes RRS 64.1
15
SCORING

15.1
3 races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

15.2
(a)
When fewer than 7 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.


(b)
When from 7 to 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.
15.3    The Laser fleet will be divided into 2 groups A and B that will be Sailed for upto 

            3 races without discard as preliminaries and the results will decide the Gold & 

            Silver fleet for the final race.

            The results of the preliminaries will be considered for final placing only if the 

            regatta cannot be completed.
16
SAFETY REGULATIONS

16.1
Check-Out and Check-In: Boats are required to sign out / sign in at the beach masters table prior to launching and immediately on their return.
16.2
A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible.
17
REPLACEMENT OF EQUIPMENT


Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless authorized by the race committee. Requests for substitution shall be made to the committee at the first reasonable opportunity.

18
EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS


A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions. On the water, a boat can be instructed by a race committee equipment inspector or measurer to proceed immediately to a designated area for inspection.

ADVERTISING


Boats shall display advertising stickers supplied by the organizing authority on the forward 25% of their hulls. 
20
OFFICIAL BOATS


Official boats will be marked as follows:
RC boats: White flag with the letters RC

Protest Committee: White flag with the letters JURY.
21
SUPPORT BOATS

21.1
Team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall stay outside areas where boats are racing from the time of the preparatory signal for the first class to start until all boats have finished or retired or the race committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment.
21.2
Support boats shall be marked with a green flag of min dimensions 0.75m x 0.5m indicating the initials of the club / organisation that they represent.

22
TRASH DISPOSAL


Boats shall not put trash in the water. Trash may be placed aboard support and race committee boats.
23
RADIO COMMUNICATION


Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.
24
PRIZES


Prizes will be given as described in the NOR however there will be separate prizes for boys and girls . Medals will be provided for only if there are more than 4 sailors in the category.
25
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY


Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta. While basic rescue facilities will be provided, sailors and coaches are advised to facilitate their own rescue on water and medical facilities on shore. 


Competitors and support persons are liable for their own Covid and other health related protection and the OA will not be responsible for any spread and all competitors and support persons need to provide Covid negative certificates taken at least 96 hours prior to the first race. 

Indemnity bonds are assumed to be agreed to by all sailors, coaches and personnel on water even if not signed.
         Competitors and support persons shall comply with any reasonable request from an event official. Failure to comply may be misconduct.

           Reasonable actions by event officials to implement COVID-19 guidance, protocols or legislation, even if they later prove to have been unnecessary, are not improper actions or omissions.
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
