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1. general requirements

1.1 All boats participating in the Championship (including spars, sails and
equipment) will be inspected in accordance with the class rules and the rules
contained in these Regulations, the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions.

1.2 Pre-competition measurements will be made by

-Validation of MC submitted at the time of application for entry.

-The Event Chief Measurer (ECM) may randomly select a few boats for full
measurement in each category. In this case, the boats to be fully measured will
be notified in advance (at least one day before the day of measurement).

-For boats not subject to full measurement, at least the following should be
checked by themselves. :

Weight of the boat (class rule C.6.1), conformity of hull and sails with the
certificate of measurement, class rules B.3.1, C.10.3, C.10.4, D.1.4, G.2.2 and
G.3.1 (hull and sail identification marks), class rules F.3.5(a)(11), (12),
F.4.3(a)(5) and ( 6) (stoppers, and limit marks).

The ECM may conduct post-race inspections if the circumstances warrant.

1.3 In accordance with Rule 78, competitors are responsible for maintaining their
boats in accordance with the class rules (for the purposes of Rule 78,
competitors are considered owners).

1.4 The number of sails, spars and foils allowed in this competition according to the
class rules shall not exceed

1 mainsail, 1 jib and 1 spinnaker.

1 mast, 1 boom, 1 spinnaker pole

1 centreboard, 1 ladder.
Sails without the sail button/stickers required by Class Rule B.3.1, as well as
sails without a sail number or 470 class emblem may not be used. All sails used
by competitors, as specified in the Class Rules, must be certified in accordance

with the Class Rules.



1.5 Each boat must have her Measurement Certificate (MC/MF), including the
Measurement Form, ready for presentation at any time. (They will not be
required to present it at sea).

2. pre-competition measurements
2.1 Boats shall follow the schedule as scheduled by the Technical Committee (TC)
and present the specified equipment. The location and schedule of
measurements shall be indicated in the competition line open chat.
2.2 Each boat shall be measured in accordance with the following
a) Boats designated for full measurement.
-Take the full set of equipment and MC/MF to be used at the designated
measurement location.
-Sails must have a sail button or sticker and a basic measured certification
mark.
There shall also be identification in accordance with class rule C10.3.
-The mast shall be down and the centreboard and rudderboard removed.
-Bring a PFD (lifejacket) and a trapeze harness; the PFD must be an ISO
standard or equivalent that meets Class Rule C3.1. Those without labels
indicating the standard or of unknown size may not be used.
In addition, which surface has damaged or repaired materials cannot be used
as their buoyancy cannot be guaranteed.
-Stamping and sticker application after measurement is completed.
b) Boats not designated for full measurement.
-Take the full set of equipment and MC/MF to be used at the designated
measurement location.
-Sails must have a sail button or sticker and a basic measured certification
mark.
There shall also be identification in accordance with class rule C10.3.
-The mast must be tipped down. Centreboards and rudderboards need not be
removed.
- Bring PFDs and trapeze harnesses; PFDs must be ISO-standardised or
equivalent to Class Rule C3.1. Those without labels indicating the standard

or of unknown size may not be used.



In addition, which surface has damaged or repaired materials cannot be used

as their buoyancy cannot be guaranteed.
-After the check, a sticker will be given to you. Each person must affix it to the
designated place.

Separate instructions regarding the location of the sticker shall apply.

2.3 Procedure for pre-competition measurement

The team manager or competitor must apply for the order of measurement by
writing the sail number in the timetable for the measurement. At 16:00 on the
day before the first day of pre-competition measurement, a timetable shall be
posted on the notice board in front of the measuring station (TC only section).
This timetable will have a sufficient number of available times on the list for
competitors to choose from (each boat will be inspected for an average of 10
minutes). The above boats and equipment must turn up at the specified time.
The inspection of each boat is scheduled to last an average of 10 minutes, but
may be increased or decreased slightly.
The boat's representative must be at the measuring station 10 minutes before
the designated time with the boat, sails, spars, equipment, measuring

certificate, measurement form and Event Inspection Form.

3. changes to inspected boats and equipment

3.1 Equipment shall not be removed from the regatta area (where each boat is left)
after the completion of pre-competition measurements without written
permission from the ECM.

3.2 Alterations: once a boat has completed the pre-measurement of a competition,
no alterations shall be made except for normally scheduled fitting and
maintenance adjustments.

3.3 REPAIRS: Competitors wishing to repair their boat, sails or equipment after pre-
competition measurement shall apply to the TC or RC (in the absence of the
TC). If permission is granted, the competitor concerned shall allow time for
the TC or RC to approve the repair.

3.4 Replacement: an application for the replacement of a boat, sail, spars or
equipment used must be submitted to the TC or RC (in the TC's absence).

Approval will only be granted if it is demonstrated that the sail, spar or
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equipment has been seriously damaged, has not been deliberately abused
and cannot be adequately repaired in the time available. New equipment
must be inspected by the TC or RC (in the TC's absence) before use.
However, if equipment is lost, damaged, replaced or repaired shortly before
the race, the competitor must inform the ECM, another TC member or race
committee member or protest committee member before the race starts.
Furthermore, after the race and the boat arrives ashore, she shall be submit
to the TC or RC by the protest deadline as stated above.

4. post-race measurement and inspection

4.1 All boats may be inspected by the TC at any time during the regatta for boats,
spars, sails, equipment and crew clothing and gear and any infringements will
be protested by the TC.

4.2 After each race, a member of the TC may inform the competitors, randomly
selected by the TC, that they have been selected for inspection on the water
or on land (a special pre-allocated area for such inspection may be
designated). In the latter case, the boats shall be guided from the finish area
and inspected as soon as possible after their return to land.

4.3 At least one representative of the crew is required to be present during the
inspection of the boat. If, due to wet conditions, the TC representative is not
convinced that the boat exceeds the minimum weight required by the class
rules when dry, the boat may be detained for lightweighting before racing the
following morning.

4.4The Technical Committee will protest to the boat at the request of the ECM if it
has reason to believe that the measurements differ from those specified in
the class rules or that the TC's representative has altered, repaired or
replaced the equipment without prior approval.
